	h  Use I-26 and I-81 to avoid work zone:    

•	From I-40 in N.C., westbound 
travelers should EXIT I-40 at Exit 
53B onto I-240 West in Asheville. 
From I-240 West, then take exit 4A 
onto I-26 West. Follow I-26 West into 
Tennessee. Then, take Exit 8-A to 
I-81 South, which connects to 
I-40 West at mile marker 421.

•	From I-40 in Tenn., eastbound 
travelers should take I-81 North to I-26 
East to I-240 East in Asheville, N.C. 
to re-access I-40.

•	Absolutely NO Alternate Route for 
westbound trucks past Asheville!

•	West of Asheville N.C., GPS devices 
may suggest using Exits 15. This route 
is very mountainous and trucks are 
prohibited from using this route.

•	If going toward Chattanooga, Tenn., 
use U.S. 74 to U.S. 64.
