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Board of Transportation Meeting

August 3 -4, 2011

Call to Order

Chairman Collier called the meeting of the Board of Transportation to order at 9:10 a.m.,
Wednesday, August 3, 2011 in Wilmington, North Carolina with the following members present:

Welcoming Remarks
Laura Padgett, Wilmington City Councilwoman welcomed everyone to Wilmington on
behalf of the Mayor, Bill Saffo. Ms. Padgett expressed the City’s appreciation to the Board for

meeting in Wilmington.

Jonathan Barfield, Chairman of the New Hanover County Commissioners, welcomed
everyone to Wilmington and introduced Dr. Woody Hall, UNC-W economist. Dr. Hall shared
information with the Board regarding the good and bad news surrounding the economy. A

Secretary Conti’s Remarks

Secretary Conti thanked Laura Padgett and Jonathan Barfield for their service in the
Wilmington area. He shared information from a report prepared by Susan Howard, Federal
Programs Coordinator. They are trying to get a surface transportation bill reauthorized. This
will allow $1B a year from the Federal Government. Secretary Conti will keep the Board

involved.
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He discussed the consolidation process and expansion of responsibilities the
department is facing. Across NCDOT, we will be consolidating work functions and streamlining
efforts to help cut costs. Over the next year we will work hard to meet the goals set for us by
the General Assembly. That same consolidation and efficiency approach led to an expansion of
the department’s responsibilities, including oversight of the NC Ports Authority and the Global
TransPark. We are finding more and more opportunities to align resources and work together to
enhance, expand, or create transportation and economic assets for the state.

Secretary Conti shared information regarding the Maritime Study. Governor Perdue has
been very supportive of our efforts to let data direct how we invest the people’s transportation
dollars. The Maritime Study is another example of this fundamental transition in how we do
business.

Secretary Conti announced that the contract was let for the long-awaited replacement to
the Bonner Bridge. On July 26, DOT awarded a $215.8 million dollar contract. The department
worked hard to come up with a plan that would balance the transportation needs of the people
with protecting the environment and be economically realistic. The work is expected to begin
late next year and be completed by summer of 2015. While there is a lawsuit pending, we are
confident that we studied everything possible and that we will get this replacement bridge built
without any further delay. This bridge has served the people long past its original expected
lifespan.

The department also awarded a contract for $4.7 million to make improvements to the
Isabel Holmes and Cape Fear Memorial bridges in New Hanover County. The work could begin
as early as December, with a completion date of May 18" of next year.

Secretary Conti shared information regarding the christening of the “City of Durham”
locomotive. The locomotive was officially welcomed into our growing locomotive family with a

great event.
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Presentation by Mike Kozlosky

Mike Kozlosky, Executive Director of Wilmington MPO, presented information to the
Board regarding the MPO History and Responsibilities. Congress enacted Federal law in 1962
and required that all contiguous urbanized areas of 50,000 or greater provide transportation
planning. The Federal Highway Act was amended in the 1970s to require shorter-range capital
improvement programs along with long-range plans, to better integrate urban transportation
planning at the local level, and to place more emphasis on non-capital measures to reduce
traffic congestion as alternatives to major construction projects. The MPO responsibilities are:
develop 5-year update to Long-Range Transportation Plan; implement annual Planning Work
Program to support Long-Range Transportation Plan; coordinate all meetings of the TAC and
TCC; coordinate planning activities with the NCDOT and ensure compliance with Federal
requirements; provide accounting for use of Federal planning funds and invoicing members
agencies; traffic forecasting; development review; manage consultant contracts and long-range
planning/corridor Studies/Collector streets/Bike/Pedestrian/Greenway planning initiatives. Mr.
Kozlosky also discussed ways to improve mobility and listed projects on the horizon. He also

shared information on bike/pedestrian improvements.

Presentation by State Ports Authority

Tom Eagar, Chief Executive Officer, welcomed the Board to the Port of Wilmington and
introduced the staff. He then and turned the presentation over to Glenn Carlson, Chief
Commercial Officer. Mr. Carlson shared information with the Board regarding the Wilmington
Port, Morehead City Port, Charlotte Inland Terminal and the Greensboro Inland Terminal. He
stated the economy has taken a huge toll on the ports. NC Ports support lumber, scrape metal,

grain, Goodyear rubber, military load-out operations, pcs and container operations.
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Jeff Strader, Chief Financial Officer, discussed the cargo movement. He also shared
information regarding the operating revenue and expenses, Ports activity and net income. Mr.
Strader also shared the margin analysis with the Board.

Mr. Eagar discussed key issues and concerns regarding the State Ports. He
emphasized the importance of support from the Board in continued funding and advocacy for
road and rail projects that provide access to the Ports of Wilmington and Morehead City, as well
as support for TIGER grant funding - $32M for Berth 8 improvements at Port of Wilmington and
continued support and advocacy for CSX intermodal double stack service from Wilmington to
Charlotte.

Roberto Canales, Secretary’s Coordinator of Strategic Initiatives, introduced Rachel
Vandenberg with AECOM who is conducting the Maritime Study. AECOM has teamed up with
URS and Eydo to complete the study. Ms.Vandenberg informed the Board that the Governor’s
Logistics Task Force recommended that the Maritime Study be initiated to evaluate the North
Carolina Ports’ current and future role in strengthening the state’s economy. The Maritime
Study will complement and coordinate with the 7 Portals Study, also initiated by the GLTF. The
scope of the Maritime Study is to conduct an open evaluation of North Carolina’s position,
opportunities and challenges as a portal for global maritime commerce; examine the role of
North Carolina ports in sustaining and strengthening the state’s economy; obtain input from
freight transportation, economic development, and community interests; and identify specific
strategies to optimize benefits received from the state’s investments in ports and associated

transportation infrastructure.

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Approval — Resolution for Edward R. Murrow
Upon a recommendation from the Road Naming Committee a motion was made by
Board Member Fox, which was seconded by Board Member Tulloss to approve the following:

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow was born in 1908 near Polecat Creek, in Sumner Township in
Guilford County; and

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow graduated from Washington State College in 1930, was employed
by Columbia Broadcasting Company in 1935 as director of talks and education, and later
became a pioneer radio and television journalist who was respected for his honesty and
integrity; and

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow flew 25 missions in World War Il, despite the opposition of top
executives of the Columbia Broadcasting System in New York, who regarded him as too
valuable to be so regularly risked; and

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow’s career with the Columbia Broadcasting Company spanned 25
years and ended in 1961 when President Kennedy named him head of the United States
Information Agency; and

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow’s stamp was the first issued by the United States Postal Service
to honor a broadcast journalist; and

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow received many other honors and tributes, including being named
by Queen Elizabeth Il as an Honorary Knight Commander of the Order of the British Empire;
and

WHEREAS, Edward R. Murrow, whose independence and incisive reporting brought heightened
journalistic stature to radio and television, died in April 1965 after battling cancer; and

WHEREAS, the Guilford County Board of Commissioners requested the North Carolina
Department of Transportation honor Edward R. Murrow for the contributions he made to
Guilford County, North Carolina, the United States and the world.

Now, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

That the North Carolina Board of Transportation dedicates the section of N.C. 62 from
Hunt Road to the Deep River Bridge in Guilford County, as the Edward R. Murrow Highway.

WHEREAS, Dr. Leon R. Staton moved his family to Hayesville, North Carolina in 1940, where he
served as medical advisor to the Clay County local draft board for 20 years receiving no

WHEREAS, Dr. Leon R. Staton was recognized by President John F. Kennedy with a certificate
for his 20 years of service and also received a lapel pin and certificate from Colonel Thomas H.
Upton, the state selective service director from Raleigh; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Leon R. Staton served as medical examiner/coroner, as well as on the Clay
County Board of Health; served as team physician for the Hayesville High School football and
basketball teams and continued to practice the Hippocratic Oath for 36 years, devoting his
services to the citizens of Clay County until his death in 1976; and

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Presentation by Carl Stewart

Carl Stewart, Chairman of the Board of Directors, NC State Port Authority, thanked
Chairman Collier and Secretary Conti for the opportunity to talk with the Board. Mr. Stewart
feels the legislation placing the NCSPA under NCDOT is the best thing that ever happened to
the NCSPA. He stated that a decision on what the relationship is going to be like between
NCDOT and NCSPA needs to be addressed together. Mr. Stewart stated he feels they will be
able to draw strength from NCDOT. He also feels that North Carolina is losing an amazing

opportunity if we do not take advantage of what we have now and build from it.

Presentation by Don Voelker

Don Voelker, Director of the Strategic Planning Office, distributed information to the
Board regarding the Mobility Fund. The Mobility Fund is set up to fund transportation projects of
statewide and regional significance that relieve congestion and enhance mobility across all
modes of transportation. Mr. Voelker discussed the minimum eligibility requirements, the 2010
project selection criteria & weights and the Legislative changes in 2011. He asked the Board to
review the information over the next 30 days so that a vote for approval can be taken at the

September meeting in order to present the information to the JLTO committee on October 15.

Presentation by Allen Pope

Allen Pope, Division Engineer, presented information to the Board regarding the Division
3 area. Division 3 includes Sampson, Duplin, Onslow, Pender, New Hanover and Brunswick
Counties. It has 5,500+ miles of roads and 650 bridges. Five of the bridges are movable span
bridges. The traffic generators for Division 3 are military base, tourism, state port and

agricultural markets. Mr. Pope discussed the traffic needs of each of these generators.

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Recommended Allocation of Highway Fund & Highway Trust Fund Appropriations for the
Secondary Road Improvement Program

FY 2011-2012

General Statute 136-44.2A requires that there shall be annually allocated for the secondary
road improvement program a sum equal to 1-3/4 cents per gallon of gasoline tax revenue from
the previous fiscal year. This amount is $ 90,827,775.03. However, $31,453,854.03 will be
reprogrammed for statewide maintenance activities in accordance with provisions of the latest
biennial budget bill leaving $ 54,373,921.00.

General Statute 136-44.5 provides that, except for Federal-Aid Programs, the Department of
Transportation shall allocate all Secondary Road Improvement Funds based upon a mileage
study of the total number of state maintained secondary roads in the state. This mileage study
is to be completed prior to July 1 in each calendar year. Beginning in FY 2010-2011,
allocations pursuant to subsections (b) and (c) shall be based on the total number of miles in
the county in proportion to the total State-maintained secondary road mileage.

FY 2011-12 Secondary Road Construction Criteria

1. The established 2009-13 paving priority rating system will be used to pave unpaved roads in

the 100 counties.

2. The secondary road paving priorities shall include as a primary factor the availability of
donated right of way, or right of way available through the bonding process allowed under
19A. NCAC 2C 0108. A secondary road will not be paved under a program or priority
established by G.S. 136-44.7, regardless of position, unless necessary right of way is
determined to be available by donation or bonding. Any secondary road which cannot be
paved due to unavailability of donated or bonded right of way shall not be considered a first
ten priority road for purposes of G.S. 136-44.7. Any road which would be in a first ten or
other priority position, but for the unavailability of donated or bonded right of way, shall be
reinstated to its prior position at such time as donated or bonded right of way becomes
available, or as soon thereafter as reinstatement can be administratively accomplished.

3. The need to improve the unpaved roads that will not be paved into “all-weather” roads
through a Spot Improvement Element. Projects in the Spot Improvement Element will be
based upon a review in each county of the short sections of unpaved roads that are in need
of immediate rehabilitation or reconstruction.

4. The need to replace deficient bridges on unpaved secondary roads with pipes or new

structures.

5. The need to continue to address safety problems on the paved and unpaved secondary
roads and at particular intersections.

6. The need to improve paved secondary roads. This would include widening, strengthening,

intersection improvements, and bridge improvements/replacements.

7. The Board of Transportation recognizes the potential for assistance with funds allocated to
the 100 counties for the location of new industrial manufacturing facilities should the need

arise due to the limitations on the Statewide Access and Public Service Road Fund which is
used to provide industrial access roads.

8. The Board of Transportation recognizes that some unpaved roads have sections that are
continuing maintenance problems such as steep grades or low areas which become
impassable during rainy weather. The Board of Transportation will allow paving of these
sections up to a maximum length of 0.20 mile to correct the maintenance problems.
Situations of this nature will be reviewed individually. Written justification for the paving by
the Division Engineer will be required.

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SCHEDULE Il - GENERAL MAINTENANCE RESERVE

Beginning in 1999, the General Assembly has provided additional maintenance dollars to help
address maintenance needs identified by the Department’s Maintenance Condition Assessment
Program. The ratified Budget Bill provides and additional appropriation for General
Maintenance funds in the amount of $61,536,530. The staff recommends these funds be
allocated to the Division based on pro-rata share of Division paved lane miles. These funds will
be used to fund pavement preservation activities such as, but not limited to, chip seals, crack
sealing, and slurry seals. These funds may also be used to supplement other maintenance
dollars for the purpose of meeting the maintenance needs.

The staff recommends allocation of funds by pro-rata share of Division paved lane miles as
shown below:

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SCHEDULE IV - SYSTEM PRESERVATION

Per House Bill 200 / S. L. 2011 — 145, Section 28.8, System Preservation funds for fiscal years
2011 — 2012 and 2012 — 2013 shall be used for bridge improvements on structurally deficient
bridges. Therefore, the staff recommends that all System Preservation funds, including the
original allocation of $95,282,473 and the supplemental allocation in the amount of
$118,942,743 be allocated based on the following criteria. A uniform allocation of $56,000,000
should be divided equally among the Divisions, 70% of remaining funds are to be allocated
based on bridge deck area, and the remaining 30% should be allocated based the percentage
of bridges rated less than Good.

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SCHEDULE V — CONTRACT RESURFACING

Based on Senate Bill 202, a total of $406,731,130 is provided for Contract Resurfacing to the
Divisions and Counties. The staff recommends continuing to cash flow $78,000,000 equally in
each of the 14 Highway Divisions and is included in the allocation numbers. These activities will
include placement of plant mixed asphalt, surface treatment seals, and recycling existing
pavement. They will also include surface preparation, shoulder reconstruction, and traffic lane
markings, performed by State Forces and by Contract. In accordance with current legislation,
up to 15% of the funds may be used for widening existing narrow pavements.

The staff recommends allocations of the funds in accordance with the formulas shown below:

1.

DIVISION-WIDE ALLOCATIONS - ALL SYSTEMS: The recommended
allocation formula first distributes all contract resurfacing funds to individual
Divisions without regard to State Highway System, on the basis of (1) 50% of the
funds available being distributed to each Division on the basis of each Division’s pro-
rata share of total statewide pavement resurfacing needs as determined by the
latest Pavement Condition Survey; (2) 37.5% of the funds available being distributed
to the Divisions on the basis of each Division’s proportionate share of total State
Highway System paved lane mileage; and (3) 12.5% of the funds available being
distributed to the Divisions on the basis of each Division’s proportionate share of
total State population. From each division formula total, $6,000,000 has been set
aside to be distributed by system within the Division based on the recommendation
of each Division Engineer. The remainder is distributed by system within the
Divisions based on 2 and 3, as follows.

DIVISION-WIDE HIGHWAY SYSTEM ALLOCATIONS: The remainder of each
Division allocation, as determined by (1) above, is distributed to the Primary and
Secondary Systems within each Division on the basis of the individual system’s
share of pavement resurfacing needs, as determined by the latest Pavement
Condition Survey.

COUNTY SECONDARY SYSTEM ALLOCATIONS: Of the total amount
allocated to each Division’s Secondary System, each County’s allocation is based
on (1) 50% of the Division-wide funds being distributed to the Counties on the basis
of each County’s pro-rata share of Division-wide Secondary System pavement
resurfacing needs as determined by the latest Pavement Condition Survey: (2)
37.5% of the funds available being distributed to the Counties on the basis of each
County’s proportionate share of Division-wide Secondary paved lane mileage; and
(3) 12.5% of the funds available being distributed on the basis of each County’s
proportionate share of total Division-wide population.
