Acting Chairman Lanny Wilson called the meeting to order at 1:02 pm.  He declared that a 
quorum was present and read the Ethics Act statement.   
 
David Joyner presented Lyndo Tippett with a Resolution of Appreciation.  Mr. Joyner 
thanked Mr. Tippett for his service, dedication, and leadership to the North Carolina 
Turnpike Authority as the former chairman of the Board.  Mr. Tippett thanked the NCTA 
and all Board members for their continued service.  Lanny Wilson and Robb Teer 
expressed their gratitude for his service. 
 
Lanny Wilson introduced the new Secretary of Transportation, Gene Conti.  Mr. Conti 
expressed his excitement and stated that he looks forward to working closely with the 
Authority.  Mr. Conti then stated that he would officially abstain from any issues or 
decisions regarding his former employer PBS&J to avoid any appearance of conflict. 
 
Operations and Personnel Committee: Mr. Robb Teer opened the Committee meeting.  
A quorum was present and the December 2008 Committee minutes were approved. 
 
Chief Operating Officer Participation in RFP Activities:  Mr. Teer moved for the Operations 
Committee to recommend approval for the Chief Operating Officer to participate as a 
voting member in RFP activities related to the operation and maintenance of the 
Authority’s toll roads.  The motion was seconded by Bill Lackey, and it was approved 
unanimously. 
 
The Operations and Personnel Committee adjourned at 1:19 p.m. 







 
Plans & Programs Committee:  Robb Teer called the meeting to order at 1:21 pm.  A 
quorum was present.  Mr. Teer moved for approval of the December 2008 minutes.  Perry 
Safran seconded the motion, and the minutes were approved as presented.     
 
Mid-Currituck Pre-Development Partner Selection:  David Joyner discussed the process 
for selecting a team for the Mid-Currituck Bridge Project Pre- Development phase.  The 
selection committee consisted of five staff members and four advisors.   


• Robb Teer moved that the Plans and Programs Committee recommend that the 
Board approve the staff recommendation of the Currituck Development Group as 
the top ranked proposer for the Mid-Currituck Bridge Project Pre-Development 
phase and authorize the staff to begin Pre-Development Agreement negotiations 
with the Currituck Development Group, subject to the Board’s approval of such 
agreement prior to execution.  Bob Spencer seconded the motion, and it was 
approved unanimously. 


 
Policy for Participation in General Procurement Services:  David Joyner presented a new 
policy to outline the process for board members to participate in the RFP processes.  He 
presented a calendar with RFP status updates and asked that the Board consider the 
policy for a vote at the next meeting.  (See attached.) 


The meeting was adjourned at 1:29 pm. 
 
Finance Committee:  Bob Spencer called the meeting to order at 1:30 pm and declared 
there was a quorum present.  Perry Safran moved approval of the December 2008 
minutes.  Bill Lackey seconded the motion, and the minutes were approved as presented.   
 
Annual Plan of Work: Grady Rankin reported on the Annual Plan of Work (APW) FY2010.  
He presented the updated APW numbers based on suggestions from board members.  Mr. 
Rankin discussed changes from the previous APW draft.  He explained the process of 
review with NCDOT.   


• Perry Safran moved to recommend board approval of the Draft Annual Plan of Work 
FY2010 to be submitted to NCDOT for review and approval. The motion was 
seconded by Bill Lackey, and it was approved unanimously.   


 
Parsons Brinckeroff: Robert Weisenberger reviewed the Parsons Brinckeroff supplement 
in the amount of $1,200,000.   


• Perry Safran moved to recommend Board approval of the execution of a 
supplemental agreement between the NCTA and Parson Brinckeroff Environmental 
Engineering to undertake additional environmental and engineering studies as 
anticipated in the NCTA 2009 Annual Plan of Work.  The supplemental amount shall 
not exceed $1,200,000.  The motion was seconded by Bill Lackey, and it was 
approved unanimously.   


 
Policies and Procedures for the Procurement of Commodities and Services:  Mr. Rankin 
discussed the Policies and Procedures for the Procurement of Commodities and Services.  
He stated that it was presented for approval in September 2008.  The Board had 
requested that the policy be used for the three RFPs that were to be approved in 
November 2008 but that the Board have additional time to review and provide comments.  







Mr. Rankin stated that approval will be sought for the revised procurement policy at the 
February 2009 Board meeting.    
 
The Finance Committee adjourned at 1:39 pm. 
 
NCTA Board:  Perry Safran moved approval of the December 2008 minutes.  Bob 
Spencer seconded the motion, and the minutes were approved as presented. 
 
Triangle Expressway Credit Structure: David Joyner gave a presentation on the Triangle 
Expressway credit structure.  He discussed the current bond market situation and the 
financing issues.  Mr. Joyner discussed a possible strategy in obtaining a moral obligation 
pledge (MOP).   Mr. Joyner also discussed the possibility of the Triangle Expressway 
credit rating increasing from a BBB to an AA rating with the MOP. (See attached 
presentation.) 
 
Tom Lee, WCSR, explained how the proposed legislation would work as far as the debt 
service reserve fund.  Jim Calpin, Merrill Lynch, gave a market update and explained the 
fear in the market.  Mr. Calpin stated that the markets are in crisis especially for the BBB 
rating.  He discussed examples from other states that used the MOP. (See attached 
presentation.)   
 
Perry Safran asked if any of the MOP case studies failed.  Jim Calpin responded and 
stated that he would follow up with additional information on successful and failed case 
studies.  Mr. Safran also asked where the appropriation would come from.   David Joyner 
stated that the appropriation would come from the General Assembly.  Grady Rankin 
added that the NCTA would be using capital funds for the next 3 years and there would be 
$63 million in debt service reserve fund. Therefore there is a substantial cushion in debt 
service. 
 
Bob Spencer asked if the state would be committed to replenish the reserve. Tom Lee 
responded that the state of North Carolina would not be committed legally but “morally 
obligated.”. The state cannot legally commit to future payments without a bond 
referendum. 
 
Gene Conti asked about the timing of the project if the MOP is approved.  David Joyner 
stated that there is 60-90 day window to get project out the door once the legislation is in 
place.  
 
David Redwine asked about the $63 - $250 million spread between AA rated bond and 
BBB rated bond and how much liability the state would face if the toll revenue fell short. 
Grady Rankin stated that the NCTA would not sell bonds if we were short.  Based on our 
preliminary analysis, the project would need to be more than 50% short on toll revenues 
before the state would face any risk.  Tom Lee added that this only applies to the senior 
bonds.  David Joyner stated that the staff would like to come back to the Board in February 
for approval with more information and report on the reaction from the General Assembly, 
Treasurer, and rating agencies.  Mr. Joyner stated that the winning bidders have agreed to 
extend their bids for another 30 days and have also discussed extending this to June 1st.  
Lanny Wilson asked that the Board be kept informed of all reactions and views of the 







Treasurer and General Assembly.  Secretary Conti also stated the NCDOT is willing to 
lend their support to the Moral Obligation Pledge. 
 
Action item: Mr. Teer made the following motions for the Operations and Personnel 
Committee:   


• We recommend that the Board approve the Chief Operating Officer to participate as 
a voting member in RFP activities related to the operation and maintenance of the 
Authority’s toll roads.  Secretary Gene Conti seconded the motion, and it was 
approved unanimously. 


 
Action item:  Mr. Teer made the following motions for the Plans & Programs Committee: 


• We recommend that the Board approve the selection of the Currituck Development 
Group as the top ranked proposer for the Mid-Currituck Bridge Project Pre-
Development Phase.  Board approval will provide staff authority to begin 
negotiations with the Currituck Development Group.  Upon successful negotiations, 
staff will seek authority from the Board prior to execution of the Pre-Development 
Agreement.   
Secretary Gene Conti abstained from voting to avoid any appearance of conflict.   
Perry Safran moved to approve the abstention.  Bill Lackey seconded, and it was 
approved unanimously. 
Bob Spencer seconded the motion to approve the selection of the Currituck  
Development Group, and it was approved unanimously. 


 
Action item: Mr. Spencer made the following motions for the Finance Committee:   


• We recommend that the Board approve the Draft Annual Plan of Work FY2010 to 
be submitted to NCDOT for review and approval.  Bill Lackey seconded the motion, 
and it was approved unanimously. 


• We recommend that the Board approve the execution of a supplemental agreement 
between the NCTA and Parson Brinckeroff Environmental Engineering to undertake 
additional environmental and engineering studies as anticipated in the NCTA 2009 
Annual Plan of Work.  The supplemental amount shall not exceed $1,200,000.  
Perry Safran seconded the motion, and it was approved unanimously. 


 
Lanny Wilson reported that the audit committee met Friday, January 16, 2009.  Robert 
Weisenberger reported that three proposals were received:  


• Cherry Bekaert & Holland, L.L.P.  
• Bernard Robinson & Company, L.L.P.  
• Clifton Gunderson  


Mr. Weisenberger also stated that it is anticipated the contract will be awarded in February 
2009. 
 
Public Input Session:  No members of the public requested to address the board.  
 
Lanny Wilson and Secretary Gene Conti again thanked Lyndo Tippett for his outstanding 
support and service to the NCTA.  
The meeting was adjourned at 2:47 pm.

Secretary Gene Conti called the meeting to order at 1:00pm.  Secretary Conti declared 
that there was a quorum present and read the state ethics act statement. 
 
Perry Safran asked for the full list of subcontractors for the Mid-Currituck Bridge project.  
Mr. Safran moved approval of the March 2009 minutes.  Robb Teer seconded the motion 
and the minutes were approved unanimously. 
 
Triangle Expressway Financing:  Grady Rankin discussed the Triangle Expressway 
financing.  Mr. Rankin reported that we have received credit ratings from all three rating 
agencies in the ranges that we anticipated.  He expressed that he is pleased with the 
ratings and that the TIFIA loan was rated at investment grade.  He stated that the NCTA is 
participating in discussions with Assured Guaranty and expects a proposal with fees within 
the next week.  TIFIA seems to be assessing the preliminary rating and expects to make 
their final decision within the next 10 days.   
 
Mr. Rankin distributed a schedule. (See attached.)  He stated that this is not a definite 
schedule.   Mr. Rankin also distributed an updated plan of finance for information 
purposes.  (See attached.)  Perry Safran noted that 1 to 1 coverage is an excellent ratio.   
Mr. Safran asked about coverage on the appropriation bonds; David Miller responded that 
it should be 1 plus.  Bob Spencer asked if the senior lien bonds are insurable.  Mr. Rankin 
stated that we are still discussing this with Assured Guaranty.   
 
Tom Lee, WCSR, discussed the bond documents that were distributed to the Board earlier 
this month for review.  Mr. Lee noted that the Board adopted the bond order in November 
2008 and discussed the changes since then.  He discussed the following documents: 
 







 Amendment to the Bond Order – Mr. Lee stated that this divides what had been the 
Senior Lien Revenue Bonds into two bond series, State Appropriation Revenue 
Bonds and Turnpike Revenue Bonds.  (See attached.) 


 TIFIA Term Sheet and loan agreement - Mr. Lee discussed that these documents 
should not change significantly prior to closing. (Term Sheet dated 11/24/2008 NP 
Draft – Loan Agreement dated 12/12/2008 NP Draft) 


 Trust agreement for toll revenue bonds – Mr. Lee stated that this agreement is 
between the NCTA and the toll revenue bond holders.   (Draft 10 dated March  20, 
2009) 


 First Supplemental Agreement – Mr. Lee discussed that this document gives the 
technical details of specifics bonds.   (Draft 3 dated March 24, 2009) 


 Preliminary Official Statement for Toll Revenue – Mr. Lee discussed that this 
document has details and description of the NCTA and includes the Traffic & 
Revenue Report from WSA and the Consulting Engineers Report from HNTB.  Mr. 
Lee stated that this document serves as a securities offering document for toll 
revenue bonds.  (Draft 9 dated April 7, 2009) 


 Trust Agreement for appropriation bonds – Mr. Lee noted that this Trust Agreement 
is half the size of the Toll Revenue Trust Agreement.   (Draft 3 dated April 9, 2009) 


 Preliminary Official Statement for Appropriation – Mr. Lee stated that this provides 
information for bond holders on their investment.   (Draft 2 dated March 24, 2009) 


 Bond Purchase Agreement for Toll Revenue and Appropriation – Mr. Lee discussed 
that these agreements are for the purchase of these bonds. (BPA Revenue Bonds 
Draft 4 dated April 7, 2009; BPA Appropriation Bonds Draft 1 dated April 9, 2009) 


 Trustee Agreement – Mr. Rankin noted that the fee for the Trustee is around $3,000 
per year. (See attached.) 


 Construction Completion Assurance and Renewal and Replacement Funding 
Agreement – Mr. Lee explained that if the NCTA can not fulfill the renewal and 
replacement fund, the NCDOT has agreed to replenish the fund.   


 Bond Pricing Authority – Mr. Lee discussed that the Bond Pricing Committee was 
approved in September 2008. (See attached.) 


 LGC Resolution – The Local Government Commission re-approved the resolution 
under the revised plan of finance. (See attached.)   


 
Tom Lee discussed the bond order that was approved at the November 2008 meeting and 
discussed the amendment to the bond order encompasses the changes to all the above 
referenced bond documents.   
 
Action item: Mr. Lackey made the following motion: 


 I move to recommend Board approval of the Amendment to the Bond Order 
authorizing the issuance by the North Carolina Turnpike Authority of not-to-exceed 
$700,000,000 Triangle Expressway System Revenue Bonds, Series 2009 and 
authorizing the execution and delivery of certain documents in connection therewith.  
Perry Safran seconded the motion. Bob Spencer, Lanny Wilson, Anthony Fox, and 
Robb Teer recused themselves from this motion. The motion was approved 
unanimously. 


 







Construction and Renewal and Replacement Agreement with NCDOT: Grady Rankin 
discussed the Construction Completion Assurance and Standby Renewal and 
Replacement Funding Agreement. 
 
Action item: Mr. Teer made the following motion: 


 I move to recommend Board approval of the execution of the Construction 
Completion Assurance and Standby Renewal and Replacement Funding 
Agreement.  Perry Safran seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously. 


 
Robb Teer expressed thanks to Tom Lee and Womble Carlyle.  Chairman Conti seconded 
his comments.  Perry Safran thanked John Bode for his work on the bond documents as 
co-counsel. 
 
Triangle Expressway Construction Schedule: Steve DeWitt discussed the construction 
schedule.  Mr. DeWitt stated that as soon as the bonds are sold, the NCTA will be ready to 
start construction.  This will not take months;  construction will begin immediately.  
Jonathan Bivens, ST Wooten, seconded Mr. Dewitt’s comments.  Robb Teer stated that 
this will create thousands of much needed jobs for the area.   Mr. Teer also pointed out 
that the RTP donation of 98 acres has made this possible.   
 
Executive Committee:  Gene Conti stated that the Executive Committee met and there 
were no action items. 
 
Operations and Personnel Committee: Sang Hamilton reported that the Operations and 
Personnel Committee met.   Andy Lelewski discussed the Traffic Management Center and 
the Intelligent Transportation System.  Mr. Hamilton discussed that Jim Eden gave an 
update on the Toll Collection System and Megan Garner gave a presentation on the 
Transponder Survey.  He also stated that Mr. Eden gave an industry update and that there 
were no action items. 
 
Plans & Programs Committee: Robb Teer discussed that the DEIS was obtained in 2 years 
and thanked Jennifer Harris, consultants and NCDOT for their work.  There were no action 
items. 
 
Audit Committee: Lanny Wilson gave the Audit Committee report. 
 
Action item: Mr. Wilson made the following motion: 


 I move to recommend Board approval of the selection of Cherry, Bekaert & Holland 
as the independent auditor for the North Carolina Turnpike Authority starting July 1, 
2009 to June 30, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Robb Teer and Perry Safran 
and the motion was approved unanimously. Bob Weisenberger stated that the NC 
State auditor has reviewed and accepted their proposal. 


 
There were no requests to address the Board during the public input session.   
Gene Conti moved to adjourn and Bob Spencer seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 
2:08 pm.

AMENDMENT TO BOND ORDER AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE BY 
THE NORTH CAROLINA TURNPIKE AUTHORITY OF NOT TO 
EXCEED $700,000,000 TRIANGLE EXPRESSWAY SYSTEM REVENUE 
BONDS, SERIES 2008 AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND 
DELIVERY OF CERTAIN DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION 
THEREWITH 


BE IT ORDERED by the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of the North Carolina 


Turnpike Authority (the “Authority”): 


Section 1.  The Board does hereby find and determine as follows: 


(a) Pursuant to a resolution adopted on September 17, 2008, the Board authorized the 


filing of an application with the North Carolina Local Government Commission (the 


“Commission”) requesting approval of the issuance of not exceeding $700,000,000 Triangle 


Expressway System Senior Lien Revenue Bonds, Series 2008 (the “Bonds”) of the Authority for 


the purpose of providing funds, together with any other available funds, to (a) pay the costs of 


land acquisition, design, construction and equipping of the Triangle Expressway System, (b) 


provide funds to pay the interest on the Series 2008 Bonds until January 1, 2012, (c) fund the 


Senior Lien Parity Reserve Account in the amount of the Senior Lien Parity Reserve Account 


Requirement and (d) pay the costs incurred in connection with the issuance of the Bonds (as such 


capitalized terms are defined in the hereinafter mentioned Trust Agreement). 


(b) The Authority, by resolution, also requested the Commission to sell the Bonds at 


private sale without advertisement. The Commission approved the application of the Authority 


for the issuance of the Bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $700,000,000 in 


accordance with G.S. 159-86. On November 20, 2008 the Authority adopted a Bond Order (the 


“Original Order”) authorizing the issuance of the Bonds. 


(c) The Original Order and the Bond documents approved in connection therewith 


contemplated that the Senior Lien Revenue Bonds to be issued thereunder would be issued as 
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parity obligations, secured by the Revenues and Receipts, which as so defined included the State 


Appropriated Revenues (as such terms are defined in the hereinafter mentioned General Revenue 


Bond Trust Agreement). Since the adoption of the Bond Order, the Authority has determined to 


change the plan of finance for the Bonds under an arrangement in which there will be two types 


of Bonds issued: Bonds secured solely by the State Appropriated Revenues (the “State 


Appropriation Revenue Bonds”) and Bonds secured by the Receipts and Revenues of the 


Triangle Expressway System (the “General Revenue Bonds”), which Receipts and Revenues 


only includes State Appropriated Revenues not necessary to pay debt service with respect to the 


State Appropriation Revenue Bonds. In order to carry out this revised plan of finance, the 


Authority has determined to amend the Original Order as hereinafter provided. 


(d) There have been presented to the Board at this meeting drafts of the following 


documents relating to the issuance and sale of the General Revenue Bonds: 


(1) Trust Agreement, to be dated as of May 1, 20091 (the “General Revenue Bond 


Trust Agreement”), between the Authority and Wells Fargo Bank, N.A., as trustee (the 


“Trustee”), 


(2) First Supplemental Trust Agreement, to be dated as of May 1, 2009 (the “First 


Supplemental Trust Agreement”) between the Authority and the Trustee; 


(3) Bond Purchase Agreement, to be dated as of the date of delivery thereof (the 


“Bond Purchase Agreement”), among the Commission, the Authority and the 


underwriters named therein, represented by Merrill Lynch, Pierce Fenner & Smith 


Incorporated, as the representative thereof (the “Underwriters’ Representative”); and

documents relating to the issuance and sale of the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds: 


(1) Trust Agreement, to be dated as of May 1, 2009 (the “State Appropriated 


Bond Trust Agreement”), between the Authority and Wells Fargo Bank, N.A., as trustee 


(the “Trustee”), 


(2) Bond Purchase Agreement, to be dated as of the date of delivery thereof (the 


“Bond Purchase Agreement”), among the Commission, the Authority and the 


underwriters named therein, represented by Merrill Lynch, Pierce Fenner & Smith 


Incorporated, as the representative thereof (the “Underwriters’ Representative”); and 


(3) Preliminary Official Statement, to be dated as of the date of delivery thereof

Capitalized interest to be funded from the proceeds of the General Revenue Bonds may 


extend from the projected completion date of the Initial Project plus one year, as shall be set 


forth in the First Supplemental Trust Agreement. 


Pursuant to the provisions of The State and Local Government Revenue Bond Act, as 


amended (the “Act”), particularly G.S. 159-88, the Authority hereby authorizes the issuance of 


the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds in an aggregate principal amount as hereinafter 


described.  The State Appropriation Revenue Bonds shall mature at such times and in such 


amounts as shall be set forth in the State Appropriation Revenue Trust Agreement, subject to the 


provisions of this Order. The principal amount of the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds shall 


not exceed an amount that, together with the General Revenue Bonds, does not exceed 


$700,000,000 in the aggregate. The State Appropriation Revenue Bonds shall mature at such 


times and in such amounts as shall be set forth in the State Appropriation Revenue Bond Trust 


Agreement, subject to the provisions of this Order. The final maturity of the State Appropriation 


Revenue Bonds shall not exceed the maximum maturity authorized by the Commission. 
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Capitalized interest to be funded from the proceeds of the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds 


may extend from the projected completion date of the Initial Project plus one year, as shall be set 


forth in the State Appropriation Revenue Bond Trust Agreement. 


The General Revenue Bonds and the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds are herein 


referred to collectively as the “Bonds.” 


The Bonds shall be issued as fully registered bonds in denominations of $5,000 or any 


whole multiple thereof and shall be subject to provisions of the book-entry only system for 


registration of the Series 2008 Bonds as set forth in the First Supplemental Trust Agreement or 


the State Appropriation Revenue Bond Trust Agreement, as the case may be.  The Bonds may 


consist of Current Interest Bonds (interest bearing obligations) or Capital Appreciation Bonds 


(non-interest bearing obligations) the interest upon which is payable at maturity, convertible 


Capital Appreciation Bonds (Bonds that accrue interest for a designated time period, then, begin 


to pay current interest), all as provided in the First Supplemental Trust Agreement or State 


Appropriation Revenue Bond Trust Agreement, as the case may be.

Bond Trust Agreement, shall be secured on a parity basis by a pledge, charge and lien upon the 


Receipts and the money and Investment Obligations held in the accounts and subaccounts of the 


Bond Fund in the manner and to the extent provided in the Trust Agreement.  


Section 7.  The proposals set forth in the Bond Purchase Agreements submitted by the 


Underwriters offering to purchase the General Revenue Bonds at the aggregate purchase price 


and bearing interest at the rates or yields determined by the Commission and approved by the 


Authority as hereinafter provided, such purchase price not to be less than 92% of the aggregate 


principal amount of the Current Interest Bonds, and not less than 98% of the Initial Offering 


Price (as defined in the First Supplemental Trust Agreement) of the Capital Appreciation Bonds.  


Such interest rates or yields, together with the sale prices to that Authority, shall not result in a 


true interest cost to the Authority in excess of 8.0%.  The Local Government Commission is 


hereby requested to sell and award the General Revenue Bonds to the Underwriters on behalf of 


the Authority, subject to the approval of the Authority, in accordance with the terms and 


provisions set forth in the Bond Purchase Agreement. 


The proposals set forth in the Bond Purchase Agreements submitted by the Underwriters 


offering to purchase the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds at the aggregate purchase price and 
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bearing interest at the rates or yields determined by the Commission and approved by the 


Authority as hereinafter provided, such purchase price not to be less than 92% of the aggregate 


principal amount of the Current Interest Bonds, and not less than 98% of the Initial Offering 


Price (as defined in the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds Trust Agreement) of the Capital 


Appreciation Bonds.  Such interest rates or yields, together with the sale prices to that Authority, 


shall not result in a true interest cost to the Authority in excess of 8.0%.  The Local Government 


Commission is hereby requested to sell and award the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds to the 


Underwriters on behalf of the Authority, subject to the approval of the Authority, in accordance 


with the terms and provisions set forth in the Bond Purchase Agreement.

The form, terms and provisions of the General Revenue Trust Agreement and 


the First Supplemental Trust Agreement are hereby approved, and the Chairman and the 


Executive Director is hereby authorized and directed to execute the General Revenue Bond Trust 


Agreement and the First Supplemental Trust Agreement in substantially the form presented, 


together with such changes, additions and deletions as the Chairman or the Executive Director, 


with the advice of counsel, may deem necessary and appropriate, including, without limitation, 


changes, additions and deletions necessary to incorporate the final terms of the General Revenue 


Bonds as set forth in the Bond Purchase Agreement and to incorporate certain terms and 


provisions required by the rating agencies or any bond insurer, such execution and delivery to be 


conclusive evidence of the approval and authorization in all respects of the form and content 


thereof.  The Secretary or any Assistant Secretary of the Authority is hereby authorized to affix 


the corporate seal of the Authority to the final General Revenue Bond Trust Agreement and the 


First Supplemental Trust Agreement and to attest the same. 


The form, terms and provisions of the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds Trust 


Agreement is hereby approved, and the Chairman and the Executive Director is hereby 


authorized and directed to execute the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds Trust Agreement in 


substantially the form presented, together with such changes, additions and deletions as the 


Chairman or the Executive Director, with the advice of counsel, may deem necessary and 


appropriate, including, without limitation, changes, additions and deletions necessary to 


incorporate the final terms of the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds as set forth in the Bond 


Purchase Agreement and to incorporate certain terms and provisions required by the rating 


agencies, such execution and delivery to be conclusive evidence of the approval and 


authorization in all respects of the form and content thereof.  The Secretary or any Assistant 
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Secretary of the Authority is hereby authorized to affix the corporate seal of the Authority to the 


final State Appropriation Revenue Bonds Trust Agreement and to attest the same. 


Section 9.  The Preliminary Official Statements relating to the offering for sale of the 


Bonds are hereby approved.  The Authority hereby authorizes, approves and ratifies the prior use 


and distribution of the Preliminary Official Statements in substantially the form presented, 


together with such changes, additions and deletions as the Chairman, the Executive Director or 


the Chief Financial Officer of the Authority, with advice of counsel, may deem necessary and 


appropriate.  The Authority authorizes and consents to the preparation and distribution of final 


Official Statements, in substantially the form of the respective Preliminary Official Statement, 


together with such changes as are necessary to reflect the final terms of the respective Bonds.  


The Chairman, the Executive Director or the Chief Financial Officer of the Authority is hereby 


authorized and directed to execute and deliver the final Official Statements, in substantially the 


form of the respective Preliminary Official Statements, together with such changes, additions and 


deletions as the Chairman, the Executive Director or the Chief Financial Officer, with the advice 


of counsel, may deem necessary and appropriate, such execution and delivery to be conclusive 


evidence of the approval and authorization in all respects of the form and content thereof. 


Section 10.  The Chairman, the Executive Director, the Chief Financial Officer, the 


General Counsel, or any of them or their deputies, are authorized and directed (without limitation 


except as may be expressly set forth in this order) to take such action and to execute and deliver 


such certificates, agreements, instruments, opinions or other documents as they, with the advice 


of counsel, may deem necessary or appropriate to effect the transactions contemplated by this 


order, the General Revenue Bond Trust Agreement, the First Supplemental Trust Agreement, the 


State Appropriation Revenue Bonds Trust Agreement or the Bond Purchase Agreements, 
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including, without limitation, such documents as may be necessary or appropriate in connection 


with the procurement of a municipal bond insurance policy or a debt service reserve fund surety 


bond relating to the General Revenue Bonds. 


Section 11.  This Amendment amends the Original Order as provided herein. Except as 


otherwise amended hereby, the Original Order shall remain in full force and effect. 


Section 12.  This Amendment to the Original Order shall take effect immediately upon its 


passage.

Secretary Gene Conti called the meeting to order at 1:10 pm.  Secretary Conti read the 
state ethics act statement and declared that there was a quorum present.  .   
 


Bond Insurance Commitments with Assured Guaranty:  Grady Rankin and Tom Lee 
discussed the Assured Guaranty commitment letter and reviewed the summary of the 
terms of the commitment (see attached).   David Miller discussed that Fitch downgraded 
Assured from AAA to AA on Monday.  While this provides NCTA with a valid reason to 
revisit the fee schedule, it raises some concerns about our ability to secure AAA rating with 
Assured’s insurance.  He said that there is still tremendous benefit from having Assured 
Guaranty involved.  David Redwine asked the reason for the downgrade.  David Miller said 
that there was no triggering event but periodically rating agencies review assets in 
company portfolios, and perhaps they felt some Assured assets had weakened.  In 
reviewing the conditions of the insurance, Tom Lee said that it is typical to have a 
commitment with conditions, and the Assured conditions are normal except for 1) a more 
stringent additional bond test, and 2) refinancing requirements.  Robb Teer moved 
approval of the following resolution:   


1) The Executive Director is hereby authorized, following such consultation as the 
Executive Director shall deem necessary with the Local Government Commission, 
the Authority’s Financial Advisor, the Authority’s Underwriters and the Authority’s 
Bond Counsel, to accept the commitment of Assured to issue the financial guaranty 
insurance policy with respect to all or some portion of the Senior Lien Revenue 
Bonds. If less than all of the Senior Lien Revenue Bonds are insured, the Executive 
Director is authorized to determine what Bonds shall be insured, based upon the 
advice of the Local Government Commission and the consultants set forth above. 







2 ) The Chairman and the Executive Director are hereby authorized to oversee such 
changes to the General Revenue Bond Trust Agreement and First Supplemental 
Trust Agreement previously approved by the Authority as shall be necessary to 
conform such agreements to the terms and conditions of the commitment issued by 
Assured and accepted by the Authority. 
3) This Resolution shall take effect upon its passage. 


Perry Safran seconded the motion and the resolution passed unanimously.   
 
Technical Correction to Bond Order:  Tom Lee explained the need for the correction.   
Perry Safran moved that the following resolution be approved:    


BE IT ORDERED by the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of the North Carolina 
Turnpike Authority (the “Authority”): 
Section 1. The Board does hereby find and determine as follows: 
(a) On November 20, 2008, the Board adopted a Bond Order (the “Original 
Order”) authorizing the issuance of not exceeding $700,000,000 of Senior Lien 
Revenue Bonds to finance a portion of the cost of the Triangle Expressway System.  
(b) On April 15, 2009, the Authority adopted an Amendment to the Original 
Order (the “Amendment”) amending certain provisions of the Original Order.  
(c) Since the adoption of the Amendment, it has come to the attention of the 
Authority that certain additional amendments are needed to effectuate the purposes 
of the Bond Order. 
(d) Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined shall have the 
meanings set forth in the Original Order and the Amendment. 
Section 2. Section 7 of the Original Order, as amended by the Amendment, is 
hereby further amended to provide that the General Revenue Bonds and the State 
Appropriation Revenue Bonds may be sold to the Underwriters offering to purchase 
such Bonds at aggregate purchase price and bearing interest at rates or yields 
determined by the Commission as provided in the Amendment, such that the 
interest rates or yields on the combined two issues of Bonds shall not result in a 
true interest cost to the Authority in excess of 8.0% (i.e. the true interest cost of the 
General Revenue Bonds on a stand alone basis, or the State Appropriation 
Revenue Bonds on a stand alone basis, may be greater than 8.0%, so long as the 
combined true interest cost is not in excess of 8.0%). 
Section 3. This Amendment shall take effect immediately upon its passage. 


The motion was seconded by Robb Teer and passed unanimously.   
 
Rating Agency Fees:  Grady Rankin explained that the rating agencies have done 
additional work as a result of bifurcating the bond offering and adding insurance for the 
bonds.  Robb Teer made the following motion: 


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD that the Authority is authorized to expend not-
to-exceed $850,000 for fees to nationally recognized securities rating agencies in 
obtaining ratings for the Senior Lien Revenue Bonds, State Appropriation Revenue 
Bonds, Loan from the United States Department of Transportation under the TIFIA 
Program, and such other credit ratings as shall be necessary in connection with the 
financing of Triangle Expressway System. 


The motion was seconded by Perry Safran and passed unanimously.   Gene Conti 
reiterated that the fees will be paid from bond proceeds.   
   







Update on TriEx Financing:  David Joyner distributed a revised plan of finance and noted 
that legislation to the extend bond refinancing period was pending.  Bond sales could take 
place 4 weeks after the legislation is made law.  David Joyner noted that Chairman Conti 
was in Washington and dealt with a TIFIA issue relating to increased loan fees while he 
was there.  He was able to resolve the issue in our favor.  Mr. Joyner thanked him for his 
efforts.   
 
Project Updates:   Steve DeWitt provided brief updates on Mid-Currituck, Monroe, and 
Gaston.   
 
Build America Bonds:  Grady Rankin explained that “Build America Bonds” were created 
as part of the stimulus efforts, and while they had not been used in NC to date, it was 
possible that we could apply them to the TIFIA loan.  In order to do that, Board approval 
would be necessary.   Perry Safran then made the following motion:  


BE IT RESOLVED by the Board as follows: 
Section 1.  The Chairman and the Executive Director are each hereby authorized to 
determine that all or some portion of the State Appropriation Revenue Bonds, the 
General Revenue Bonds or the TIFIA Loan be designated as Build America Bonds 
and that the applicable financing be structured to comply with the requirements of 
such program. In the event that the Authority does designate all or some part of the 
State Appropriation Revenue Bonds, the General Revenue Bonds or the TIFIA Loan 
as Build America Bonds, the Chairman, the Vice Chairman, the Executive Director, 
the Director of Finance and other officers of the Authority are hereby authorized and 
directed to take such actions as shall be necessary to comply with the program 
requirements of the Build America Bond Program, including the filing of required 
elections with the United States Treasury to designate the Bonds as Build America 
Bonds and to collect interest subsidy payments from the federal government. 
Section 2.  This Resolution shall take effect upon its passage. 


The motion was seconded by Robb Teer and passed unanimously. 
 
May 20th Board meeting:  David Joyner noted that it did not appear that the Board would 
need to meet on May 20, but given the fluidity of the TriEx financing situation, he asked 
that the Board maintain flexibility in scheduling meetings as they may be needed.  It was 
agreed that the May 20th meeting would be suspended.

Lanny Wilson called the meeting to order at 1:03 pm.  Mr. Wilson read the State Ethics Act 
Statement and declared that there was a quorum present. 
 
Perry Safran moved for approval of the April 2009 and May 2009 Board minutes.  Bill 
Lackey seconded the motion and they were approved unanimously. 
 
Triangle Expressway: Financing Status Report and Schedule:  Mr. Rankin gave a brief 
update of the Triangle Expressway financing.  He discussed the current schedule. (See 
attached).   Mr. Rankin stated that the financing is very tight on this project right now and 
this schedule may not be followed exactly. He stated that they will be monitoring the 
interest rates in the market place before setting the pricing date.  If able to follow this 
schedule, closing will be set for July. TIFIA is a major unknown at this point.  Robb Teer 
asked for breakdown of the amount of TIFIA bonds.  Mr. Rankin pointed out the June 15th 
plan of finance presentation where on page one there is a full breakdown (see attached).  
David Joyner discussed TIFIA in further detail.  He discussed that everyone is remaining 
confident that we can remain on schedule and that TIFIA can be resolved this week.  
Lanny Wilson thanked the Secretary’s effort to move this project along.  Secretary Conti 
also pointed out that the Governor’s efforts.  David Joyner stated that the NCTA has 
everything in place ready to go and they are just stuck right now. 
 
Triangle Expressway: What happens when the Bonds are sold?:  Steve DeWitt discussed 
what happens with construction when the Triangle Expressway bonds are sold.  He 
discussed the elements of this project and the differences in projects that he has worked 
on previously for the state of North Carolina.  Shannon Sweitzer gave a presentation on 
constructing this project after financing is complete.  He discussed the accomplishments 
so far and discussed the activities occurring directly after contract execution.  Mr. Sweitzer 







 


discussed the Triangle Parkway and stated that ST Wooten plans on starting construction 
as soon as possible in the area donated by the Research Triangle Foundation since that 
land is already available.  Shannon stated that he will inform the Board when partnering 
sessions will take place.  David Joyner asked about ST Wooten’s schedule and Mr. 
Sweitzer stated that as far as he knows they will begin work the next day.   
 
Michael Manning, Raleigh Durham Road Builders, discussed the Western Wake Freeway.  
He wanted to stress the Raleigh Durham Road Builders commitment to this project 
pointing out that they have invested well over 2 years of work into this project.  He stated 
that the largest issue for them is the Right of Way process in order to get in and out of the 
corridor.  He anticipates that there will be about 300 people employed on this project.   
 
Robert Weisenberger discussed financing after bonds are sold. (See attached 
presentation.)  Mr. Rankin wanted to ensure that all NCTA staff members and Board 
members understand the terms of the Financial Systems Advisor contract.  He stated that 
they will make sure that the NCTA has the correct processes in place and that all 
requirements on all agreements are followed.  Mr. Safran asked what was decided with the 
State Treasurer.  Mr. Weisenberger stated that the max during the construction is only $25 
million and that the reserve fund will be in the stip.  
 
Operations & Personnel Committee:  Robb Teer stated that the Operations and Personnel 
Committee met and received an update on all RFP’s.  There was review of Mr. Eden’s visit 
to the Chesapeake Project and a review of the Operation Business Plan.  Dane Berglund 
discussed the Customer Service Center Operating Manual.

Plans & Programs Committee: Robb Teer stated that the Plans & Programs Committee 
met and discussed a review of the Garden Parkway.

$200,000 for the completion of the Triangle Expressway financing as approved in 
December 2008 to $300,000 that is to be paid from bond proceeds.  Robb Teer 
seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously. 


 
Lanny Wilson stated that the Executive Committee will meet on July 8, 2009 and next 
Board meeting is scheduled for July 15, 2009.

Gene Conti called the meeting to order at 11:12 am.  David Joyner reported that the NCTA 
is waiting for the arrival of funds for the Triangle Expressway project.  Secretary Conti read 
the State Ethics Act and declared that there was a quorum present. 
 
Anthony Fox stated that he would recuse himself on matters regarding the Right of Way 
Resolutions. 
 
Perry Safran moved for approval of the June 2009 minutes.  Lanny Wilson seconded the 
motion and the minutes were approved unanimously. 
 
Secretary Gene Conti introduced Jim Trogdon to make a presentation concerning the 
Governor’s Transportation Reform Initiatives.  The Secretary explained that the Governor 
had recently signed into law a bill that places the North Carolina Turnpike Authority under 
the North Carolina Department of Transportation.  He stated the two agencies would start 
to meet soon to discuss how work together in the future, and would be bringing those 
discussions back before the Board as appropriate.   
 
Jim Trogdon began his presentation by congratulating the NCTA for their hard work and 
accomplishments.  Mr. Trogdon discussed Executive Orders 2 and 3, and how those 
orders relate to the NCDOT transportation reform framework.  He also discussed the 
NCDOT work plans for the next 20, 10, and 5 years. (See attached presentation.) 
 
David Redwine asked about the scoring of project prioritization and how the toll projects fit 
in to that plan.  Jim Trogdon stated that all projects in the NCTA pipeline are already 
authorized.  He explained that this structure is a way that toll technology can be 
incorporated into the comprehensive system.   Gene Conti stated that the NCTA will be

Carolyn Johnson stated that this concern has 
been brought to the attention of Bob Weisenberger and Grady Rankin, and would be 
addressed before executing the agreement.

Plans & Programs Committee:  Robb Teer stated that the Plans & Programs Committee 
met and discussed the Right of Way Acquisition Resolution for the Triangle Expressway.

Carolina Turnpike Authority staff to acquire right of way on the Triangle Parkway 
and the Western Wake Freeway (Section C) projects either by negotiation or by 
condemnation through the Attorney General’s Office.   


The motion was seconded by Bob Spencer.  Anthony Fox recused himself from the vote 
and the motion was approved unanimously. 
 
Finance Committee:  Bob Spencer stated the Finance Committee met and discussed the 
CER as a spending plan 
Action item: Mr. Spencer made the following motion: 


 I move to recommend the Board adopt the resolution authorizing Triangle 
Expressway expenditures in the amount in the CER under the certification of the 
resolution presented at the Finance Committee with reporting to occur at every 
regularly scheduled Board Meeting.

Executive Committee:  Gene Conti stated that the Executive Committee met and had no 
action items. 
 
David Miller gave a presentation for the final TriEx Plan of Finance. Tom Lee rang the bell 
and stated that the funds have been received.

“get out of here and start building the Triangle Expressway.”  
 
Gene Conti discussed working with the USDOT and stated that the Recovery Act helped to 
get this project off the ground.  There was an incredible effort put forth by all and he 
thanked the President and his leadership team as well as all involved in making this project 
possible. 
 
Jim Eden stated that Operations Department has a business plan for the Board members 
to review. 
 
David Joyner discussed that the groundbreaking will be held on Wednesday August 12, 
2009 at 10:00 am.  He also stated that there will not be an Executive Committee meeting 
in August.

Gene Conti called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm and declared a quorum.   
 
Perry Safran moved approval of the July 2009 minutes with the correction that Bill Lackey 
was not present.  Robb Teer seconded the motion, and the minutes were approved 
unanimously. 
 
TriEx – What’s Next:  Steve DeWitt commented that the groundbreaking provided a great 
morning for the NCTA.  He reported that S. T. Wooten has completed their design work.  
Boring work began last week and clearing began on Monday.  The field office has been set 
up.  Right-of-way acquisition is underway for 6 Triangle Parkway properties and 13 
Western Wake properties.   
    
Monroe Air Quality:    Mr. DeWitt reported that there will be an air quality summit on Friday 
in Charlotte for local elected officials.  The most negative impacts on air quality are vehicle 
emissions.  Charlotte exceeded EPA limits and must come back into conformity.  The 
deadline is May 2010.  If the limits are not met, no federal actions can be taken.  There 
would be no Record of Decision, and the project could be delayed two years.  The 
business community has gotten involved and is sponsoring the summit which is designed 
to get all parties lined up to make sure that the deadline is met within approved limits.    
 
Kickoff Meeting:  There will be a kickoff workshop on Sept. 16 for the Western Wake team.  
Board members asked that the information about this event be forwarded to them.    
 
Operations Update:  Jim Eden reported that the toll collection system bids are being 
reviewed, and they are the best he has ever seen.   The shortlist negotiation decision will 







be made in September.  The Traffic Management System RFP is planned to go out in 
August.  Bids are due in December to be opened in January.  For tag and reader, four 
vendors were capable of bidding, but Sirit did not bid.  Transcore bid, and Mark IV and 
Kapsch made a joint venture bid.  Price proposals will be opened on Sept. 24 and the 
selection will be made on November 18.  Mr. Eden distributed the annual business plan 
draft and noted that we plan to review this at the next Operations Committee meeting.  He 
commented that we need to educate the public about open road tolling.  Mr. Eden also 
noted that IBTTA wants to hold its Engineering and Maintenance Conference in Raleigh in 
October 2010, and are looking at the new Marriott.  Perry Safran noted he could assist with 
planning for the RBC Center if needed.  Mr. Eden reported that SunPass and IAG 
conducted a project using their data files and found that 13% of the SunPass violators 
were IAG account holders.  NC drivers were the 2nd largest group of violators.  David 
Joyner reported that the US House Transportation Committee is determined to get the 
Highway Authorization Bill out in September.  Rep. Oberstar has a $500 billion proposal 
which will require interoperability.  The industry feels it is imperative that interoperability not 
be mandated at the federal level by a certain date and the government should leave this 
up to the states and agencies.   
 
TriEx Financial Reporting Plans:  Grady Rankin reported that his group is working on a 
financial report to track spending on TriEx compared to the expenditures outlined in the 
CER and will make its first report in September.  Also, NCTA has secured a consultant for 
the TriEx investment plan.  NCTA has identified over 125 reporting requirements for the 
TriEx project.  NCTA is also working on a report to track spending versus the annual plan 
of work.  Perry Safran commented that reports could be put on a web-based program.  
Grady noted that we will be tracking costs through Constructware.   
 
Policy Changes in Board Approvals:  This agenda item is being deferred for action until the 
September meeting.  A draft resolution will be sent to the Board prior to the September 
meeting.

Lanny Wilson called the meeting to order at 1:05pm.  Mr. Wilson read the State Ethics 
Act and declared that a quorum was present.  He moved to approve the September 
2009 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Perry Safran and the minutes were 
approved as presented. 
 
Jim Eden gave a presentation on Operations: Behind the Scenes.  Mr. Eden discussed 
the Toll Collection System and the Traffic Management Center.  He also discussed the 
incident response and preparedness.  He stated that Operations is working on 
coordinating all entities and preparing a response plan along with some scenario 
training.  Bill Lackey asked about insurance and Mr. Eden stated the Bob 
Weisenberger has been in discussion with the Department of Insurance.

Secretary Gene Conti called the meeting to order at 1:02 pm.  He declared that there 
was a quorum present.  Secretary Conti read the State Ethics Act. 
 
David Joyner discussed the Outlook in the Federal Surface Transportation 
Authorization Act (STAA).  This bill will affect federal funding and tolling projects.  Mr. 
Joyner introduced Rick Herrington, Vice President of National Toll Service Division, 
with HNTB.  Rick Herrington discussed the current status of the reauthorization of 
federal transportation legislation.  He stated that the public is starting to accept tolling 
as a means to maintain the country’s roads and bridges.  Mr. Herrington discussed in 
detail Chairman Oberstar’s Blueprint of the STAA.  He also discussed Public Private 
Partnerships (PPP) and that this bill is not PPP friendly with many new requirements.  
He stated that these requirements would reduce or extinguish the appeal of the PPP.  
Mr. Herrington discussed toll interoperability and the current initiatives. (See attached 
presentation.)  Mr. Joyner stated that the message of this presentation today is that 
this a real storm cloud and that the NCTA will be monitoring this very closely.  He 
stated that the Board, stakeholders and consultants need to be aware and be willing to 
provide support. 
 
Jim Eden gave a presentation on the Alliance for Toll Interoperability’s (ATI) Request 
for Information release.  Mr. Eden discussed ATI today and the progress to date.  He 
discussed the major accomplishment of the current pilot between IAG and Florida 







 
 


 


beginning in the next few weeks.  He stated that ATI is in discussions with multi-state 
organizations to access motor vehicle records.  He also stated that there are 
discussions with the NC Legislature on violation enforcement across state lines.  Mr. 
Eden discussed the release of Phase 1 Specification in June 2009 and the Phase 2 
activities.  Mr. Eden discussed the Request for Information (RFI) released in October 
2009.  He stated that things are really moving forward for ATI.  Robb Teer stated that 
he would like to congratulate and applaud all that have worked on this effort. 
 
Robert Weisenberger reported on the Triangle Expressway expenditures to date.  
Robb Teer asked if there have been any challenges or issues.  Perry Safran asked if 
we are on schedule with right-of-way acquisiton.  Steve DeWitt stated that in the next 
couple of weeks the ROW expenditures will be very different.  There are heavy 
negotiations on going for ROW.  Robert Weisenberger discussed the project-to-date 
interest earnings.  Perry Safran stated that he is impressed with the STIF account. Mr. 
Weisenberger discussed the Annual Plan of Work expenditures to date. (See attached 
reports.) 
 
Perry Safran moved to approve the October 2009 minutes.  The minutes were 
approved unanimously as presented.
